10. VARIATIONS AND CLAIMS
10.1 Right to Vary

The Procuring EntitfEngineer may issue Variation Order(s) in writing. where for
any reason it has not been possible for the ProcuringyfEngineer to issue such
Variations Order(s), the Contractor may confirm any verbal orders given by the
Procuring Entity/Engineer in writing and if the same are not refuted/denied by the
Procuring Entity/Engineer within seven (7) days of the receipt ofh suc
confirmation the same shall be deemed to be a Variation Orders for the purposes
of this SubClause.

10.2 Valuation of Variations

Variations shall be valued as follows:

a) at a lump sum price agreed between the Parties, or
b) where appropriate, at rates retContract, or
C) in the absence of appropriate rates, the rates in the Contract shall be used as the

basis for valuation, or failing which

d) at appropriate new rates, as may be agreed or which the Engineer/Procuring Entity
considers appropriate, or

e) if the Engineer/Procuring Entity so instructs, at day work rates set out in the
Contract Data for which the Contractor shal/l
Equipment, and of Materials, used.



10.3 Early Warning

The Contractor shall notify thEngineer/Procuring Entity in writing as soon as he
is aware of any circumstance which may delay or disrupt the Works, or which
may give rise to a claim for additional payment.

To t he extent of t he Contractoros fai
Engireer/Procuring Entity being unable to keep all relevant records or not taking

steps to minimize any delay, disruption, or Cost, or the value of any Variation, the
Contractords entitl ement to extension c
payment shall & reduced/rejected.

10.4. Valuation of Claims

| f the Contractor incurs Cost as a resu
Contractor shall be entitled to the amount of such Cost. If as a result of any
Procuring Entity 6 schaRge shk Works,tthisishall be deale s s ar
with as a Variation subject to Contract
Engineer/Procuring Entity within fourteen (14) days of the occurrence of cause.

10.5 Variation and Claim Procedure

The Contractoshall submit to the Engineer/Procuring Entity an itemized rugke

of the value of variations and claims within twenty eight (28) days of the
instruction or of the event giving rise to the claim. The Engineer/Procuring Entity
shall check and if possiblegeee the value. In the absence of agreement, the
Procuring Entity shall determine the value.

11. CONTRACT PRICE AND PAYMENT
111 (a) Terms of Payments

The amount due to the Contractor under any Interim Payment Certificate issued
by the Engineer pursuant this Clause, or to any other terms of the Contract,
shall , subject to Clause 7.4 of Conditions of Contract (CoC) be paid by the
Procuring Entity to the Contractor within 30 days after such Interim Payment
Certificate has been jointly verified by ProcuriBgtity and Contractor, or, in the

case of the Final Certificate referred to in Sub Clause 11.5 of CoC, within 60 days
after such FinaPayment Certificate has been jointly verified by Procuring Entity
and Contractor; Provided that the Interim Payment $fsataused in 42 days and
Final Payment in 60 days in case of foreign funded project. In the event of the
failure of the Procuring Entity to make payment within the times stated, the
Procuring Entity shall pay to the Contractor compensation at the 28 atayef
KIBOR+2% per annum in local currency and LIBOR+1% for foreign currency,
upon all sums unpaid from the date by which the same should have been paid. The
provisions of thisSW&C | ause are without prejudice t
under Claus 12.2 CoC.

(b) Valuation of the Works

Monthly Statements
The Contractor shall be entitled to be paid at monthly intervals:
the value of the Works executed; and

The percentage of the value of Materials and Plant reasonably delivered to the
Site, as stated in the Contract Data, subject to any additions or deductions which
may be due.

The Contractor shall submit each month to the Engineer/Procuring Entity
a statemet showing the amounts to which he considers himself entitled.

Interim Payments

Within a period not exceeding seven (7) days from the date of submission of a
statement for interim payment by the Contractor, the Engineer / Procuring Entity
shall verfy the same and within a period not exceeding thirty (30) days from the
said date of submission by the Contractor, the Procuring Entity shall pay to the
Contractor the sum verified by the Engineer less retention money at the rate stated
in the Contract Dat

Retention

Retention money shall be paid by the Procuring Entity to the Contractor within
fourteen (14) days after either the expiry of the period stated in the Contract Data,
or the remedying of notified defects, or the completion of outstarvding, all as
referred to in SutClause 9.1, which ever is the later.

Final Payment

Within twenty one (21) days from the date of issuance of the Maintenance
Certificate the Contractor shall submit a final account to the Engineer to verify
and the Enmeer shall verify the same within fourteen (14) days from the date of
submission and forward the same to the Procuring Entity together with any
documentation reasonably required to enable the Procuring Entity to ascertain the
final contract valueWithin sixty (60) days from the date of receipt of the verified
final account from the Engineer, the Procuring Entity shall pay to the Contractor
any amount due to the Contractor. While making such payment the Procuring
Entity may, for reasons to be given to tbentractor in writing, withhold any part

or parts of the verified amount.

Currency
Payment shall be in the currency stated in the Contract Data.
DEFAULT

Default by Contractor

If the Contractor abandons the Works, refuses or fails to comiply avvalid
instruction of the Engineer/Procuring Entity or fails to proceed expeditiously and
without delay, or is, despite a written complaint, in breach of the Contract, the
Procuring Entity may give notice referring to this Stlause and stating the
default.



If the Contractor has not taken all practicable steps to remedy the default within
fourteen (14) days after recei pt of t h
Entity may by a second notice given within a further twenty one (21) days,
terminae the Contract. The Contractor shall then demobilise from the Site leaving
behind any Contractorods Equi pment whi ch
second notice, to be used for the completion of the Works at the risk and cost of

the Contractor.

122 Default by Procuring Entity

If the Procuring Entity fails to pay in accordance with the Contract, or is, despite a
written complaint, in breach of the Contract, the Contractor may give notice
referring to this SulClause and stating the default. If tthefault is not remedied
within fourteen (14) days after the Prc«
Contractor may suspend the execution of all or parts of the Works.

If the default is not remedied within twenty eight (28) days after the Procuring
Entityds receipt of the Contractords no
given within a further twenty one (21) days, terminate the Contract. The
Contractor shall then demobilize from the Site.

12.3 Insolvency

If a Party is declared insolvenhder any applicable law, the other Party may by

notice terminate the Contract immediately. The Contractor shall then demobilize
from the Site | eaving behind, in the ¢
Contractords Equi pme n tnstractsiinghle notice stoBe oc ur
used for the completion of the Works.

12.4 Payment upon Termination
After termination, the Contractor shall be entitled to payment of the unpaid

balance of the value of the Works executed and of the Materials and Plant
reasonably delivered to the Site, adjusted by the following:

a) any sums to which the Contractor is entitled underGlalnise 10.4,
b) any sums to which the Procuring Entity is entitled,
C) if the Procuring Entity has terminated under €ilause 12.1 or 12.3, the

Procuring Entity shall be entitled to a sum equivalent to twenty percent (20%) of the value of
parts of the Works not executed at the date of the termination, and

d) if the Contractor has terminated under &llbuse 12.2 or 12,3the
Contractor shall be emited to the cost of his demobilization together with a sum equivalent to
ten percent (10%) of the value of parts of the Works not executed at the date of termination.

The net balance due shall be paid or repaid within twenty eight (28) days of the
noticeof termination.
